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1. THE EXECUTIVE TRAINING PROGRAMME IN KOREA 

 
In our complex world where each individual is influenced by his/her environment, it is rather important 
to have a deep understanding of one’s interlocutor’s country in order to establish smoother economic 
exchanges and to make one’s own business a success.  
 
The Executive Training Programme in Korea  has pursued the objective of providing both theoretical 
and practical curriculum, to help executives to deal more easily in the Korean complex business world. 
 
Learning the Korean language, discovering the specificities of Korean Business & Management 
practices, appreciating the socio-cultural dimension of the country: these are essential assets to 
understand one’s interlocutors, their positions and behaviour. This multidisciplinary programme offers 
a unique experience of the country for any company aiming to strengthen its business relationships 
with Korea.  
 
Accordingly, the programme has developed a progressive pedagogy, which facilitates knowledge 
acquisition and is organised in alternatively small groups and/or plenary; individual or team working. 
 
The programme is divided into two main modules: 
 

- The European Inception Module: 
The European Inception Module prepares participants for life in Korea: this module enables the 
participants to acquire the theoretical and practical fundamentals: socio-cultural aspects, business 
& management practices and Korean language. 
 
This module runs over four months.  
 
It is divided into three components: 
 

o A socio-cultural component in Sciences Po (Paris): this component is an introduction 
to the Korean culture. Over eight days, the participants are given a series of social 
science lectures (such as economy, political science…). They acquire the necessary 
theoretical knowledge, which will contribute to their understanding of Korean 
economic, political and legal challenges. 
Thus acquisition of the basics is evaluated through the writing of an essay. 

 
o A Business & Management component in the SDA Bocconi – School of 

Management (Milan): over seven days, lectures focus on Korean economic and 
financial issues. The lectures are organised around four pillars: Business plan; 
Marketing and European case-studies ; Finance and Law ; Corporate, Human 
Resources and Cross-cultural management in a business environment. 
A Business plan elaborated collectively validates this component.  

 
o Korean language component in the School of Oriental and African Studies (London) :  

In order to prepare for Korean language learning, participants are required to dedicate 
15 hours to learning how to read and write the Hangol alphabet system before their 
arrival at SOAS. 
During two sessions of twelve days, five hours a day, participants organised in small 
groups learn survival Korean to help them communicate in everyday situations.Tests 
are planned every week and at the end of the two sessions. 
 

Having successfully completed the European programme, participants pursue the programme in 
Korea. 
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- Korea Immersion Module in Yonsei University (Seoul) : 
This is a deepening module: knowledge acquired in Europe is tested daily and broadened through 
the lectures provided and immersion in the Korean environment. Some lectures will detail and 
enlarge the topics, which have been already studied during the European Inception Module. This 
very intensive module does not allow participants to have any extra time for other activities.  
The total immersion in Korea is a unique opportunity to interact with Korean people.  
 
This Module involves 5 months of training and a three-month internship. 
 
It is divided into three components: 
 

o Korean language component : Participants are placed into small groups and  acquire 
progressively the characters, vocabulary and grammatical structures in order to 
communicate in Korean in a more effective way. This component contains 240 hours  
and is divided in three sessions. 
A number of tests are given during the three sessions in order to evaluate progress. A 
final test aims to assess the final level obtained. 
 

o Business & Management component: lectures are focused on Korean Business & 
Management specificities over 120 hours.  
Lectures are partly theoretical to provide the necessary basic knowledge of the 
Korean business world, and partly practical with case-studies and testimonies of 
executives, who share their experience with the participants.  
Both continuous assessment and assiduity are necessary to pass the component 
 

o Sales presentation: at the end of the Immersion module, using their acquired 
knowledge in Korean and Business & Management, participants will deliver a sales 
presentation in Korean. 

 
o Business Plan: participants will build a new Business plan with a concrete strategy for 

their sponsor company in Korea.  
 
o Internship : during a three-month internship, participants will gain an overview of the 

Korean managerial culture, decision making and staff policy. Participants should use 
the knowledge they gained during the training and their Korean language skills to 
create a business network. Participants are responsible for finding their own 
internship. Thus, at the beginning of the programme, participants are asked to identify, 
together with their sponsor company, the Korean company where they want to spend 
their internship. 
Assessment will take into account participant involvement in finding their internship 
and the effectiveness of the internship. 

 
Additionally, participants have the opportunity to visit Korean companies or industries, to get a 
concrete approach of business life in Korea and to create a business network. They can also have the 
unique opportunity of experimenting a home-stay with local Korean family. They discover and 
experiment in a very unique format the Korean culture and way of life. 
 
Attendance is compulsory. Any absence must be justified.  
 
Accordingly with the grant agreement signed between the participant and the European Commission, 
each university assesses performance, attendance and behaviour and makes regular reports to the 
European Commission. A guideline good practice has been elaborated to this end.

SOAS Information for ETP Korean Participants 
 
 
1. Study-Related Information 
 
Training Format  
 
The format for the ETP Korean language training at SOAS is as follows: 
 

· 4 weeks training 
· 5 hours of classes per day (3 in the morning, 2 in the afternoon) 
· Total of 120 hours face-to-face training 
· Minimum 1 hour per day of self-study for consolidation is required (see notes 

below) 
 
There will be 2 groups for Korean – one for Beginners and the other for people who 
already have some knowledge of the language. Please note that some of the higher-
level students will be given guided learning activities during the afternoons, to help 
them to develop key skills.  
 
The language training at SOAS in London during the European module of the 
ETP is intensive and requires a high level of commi tment in order to meet the 
objectives. It is therefore essential for participa nts to prepare in advance so 
that they are able to gain the maximum benefit from  the lessons. 
 
 
Learning Objectives  

 
By the end of the SOAS course, ETP Korean participants should have acquired basic survival 
language skills and the ability to produce simple sentences. This means being able to cope with 
conversations in simple everyday situations and to have acquired around 800 words of basic 
vocabulary and basic grammar. Participants should also be able to recognise and produce all of the 
characters in the Hangul system. 
 
Teaching Approach  
 



 

 

A communicative teaching approach will be adopted as far as is possible, with an emphasis on 
listening and speaking. The teaching will be delivered using the target language wherever possible, 
even at the lowest levels. A range of materials and resources will be utilised, including audio visual 
materials.  
 
Pre-Course Work  
 
Participants are required to learn the writing systems for the target language before arrival at SOAS, 
which is the Hangol Alphabet system for Korean. The time requirement for such work is a minimum of 
15 hours of self-study, while some people may take longer to attain mastery. It is essential that ALL 
participants undertake this preparation, otherwise they will not be able to main the fast pace of 
learning required on the programme when they arrive at SOAS.

Learning Materials  
 
Course books will be used during the classes, and will be handed out during the opening ceremony in 
Paris, providing the opportunity to read through some of the material in advance. There will also be 
workbooks and audiovisual materials to help to consolidate learning.  
 
Self Study  
 
During the course at SOAS, participants will be expected to revise and review the materials covered 
each day, to ensure that learning is consolidated. This will involve written exercises, including 
grammar and writing practice, character recognition, reading comprehension and listening practice. 
Teachers will set tasks according to class levels and content requirement. Participants will be 
expected to make use of the SOAS Resources room for multi-media support to the learning. It is 
anticipated that 20 hours of self-study will be required during the programme itself, at a rate of one 
hour per day, 5 days per week.  
 
 
 
Distance Learning  
 
There will be access to web-based materials for guided self-study during the 2 week break between 
SOAS Wks 1& 2 (Phase 1) and Wks 3 & 4 (Phase 2). The programme will be designed to guide you 
through revision and reinforcement exercises to ensure that the learning from Phase 1 is not lost. 
There will also be access to the Blackboard virtual learning environment, providing a variety of 
learning materials and the opportunity to communicate with tutors and other participants.  
 
 
At the end of Phase 2 at SOAS, the same web-based structure will be in place to assist with revision 
before departure to Korea. This can be accessed at any time, via the internet. There will be no further 
assignment from SOAS after the final progress test on the last day. 
 
Testing  
 
There will be a progress test at the end of each week of training at SOAS, to check that participants 
are learning at the required rate. The marks from these tests will be made available to teaching staff at 
Yonsei University prior to the start of the Immersion Module in Korea to help them to assess the 



 

 

progress of individual participants. Further information about the tests will be provided by teaching 
staff at SOAS.  
 
At the end of Phase 2, there will be a final test which will determine whether participants have 
successfully completed the SOAS part of the European module. Further information about all tests 
and of the grading system will be provided on arrival at SOAS.  
 
2. Seminars and Workshops  
 
In addition to the language training, SOAS will provide a number of seminars and workshops for ETP 
participants to assist their language learning and provide an opportunity to develop their awareness of 
Korean customs and culture. These will be delivered after language classes have finished and will be 
open to all ETP participants. Please see details below of the different events which will be running – 
dates are provided in the overall curriculum for ETP at SOAS. 

Learning Words 

This workshop will be looking at different strategies for memorising and retrieving 
vocabulary. Participants will be shown how to draw mind maps, make flash cards, 
and see how to associate new words with various concepts to help with memorising. 
Many of these strategies are used unconsciously by language learners. This 
workshop will help participants to identify and categorise learning strategies.  

 

How We Learnt Korean 
Experienced learners of Korean will be talking about their learning experience. They will be sharing 
strategies that they developed and used to help them to learn the Korean script and vocabulary, and 
to develop their speaking and listening skills.  
 
If your place in the workshop is confirmed, you are welcome to forward questions that you would like 
answered, or indicate an area that you would like to see covered in the workshop. Please do so at 
least a week before the date of the workshop.  

Korean Culture and Etiquette  
This will be a talk followed by a discussion, given by an expert on Korean customs and culture who will 
highlight key aspects of behaviour, etiquette and attitudes in Korea ad how these differ from European 
perspectives. The aim is to help prepare participant for the forthcoming months in Korea, and to 
reduce the likelihood of misunderstandings during the early weeks.  
 
3. Practical Information 
 
Please note that further correspondence will be sent directly to participants in early 
December with further practical information about SOAS, and joining instructions for 
the language training. The purpose of the information provided below is primarily to 
provide information about the language training and accommodation options, so that 
preparations can be made in advance as required.

1. KOREAN LANGUAGE COMPONENT SYLLABUS 

 

1.1.2. objectives and TArgets 

ETP Korea’s Korean Language Component aims to enable ETP participants to acquire the ability to 
communicate in Korean for business scenarios and everyday conversation in Korea. ETP participants 
will receive intensive language training in a small group with a maximum individual exposure to expert 
teachers. This program will be highly tailored for the ETP participants to meet business requirements. 

1.1.3. oUtline and contents 

Each class will be taught by a teacher with a master’s or a higher degree in teaching the Korean 
language to foreigners. "The ETP Korea: Korean language" will be a 15-week course, consisting of 
three terms of five weeks each. In addition to the regular classes, evening courses are also provided 
for ETP participants during 18:30~21:00 three times a week for free.

Yonsei Korean1, Korean in 100 hours 2,3,4,  Yonsei Korean Workbook 1,2,3  Korean Reading 
1,2,3,4, Business Korean Language 
 
PLACEMENT TEST 
All participants will take a placement test and will be divided into multiple small classes (max 3~4 
persons) according to the individual’s proficiency level. The test made by Korean Language Institute 
is mainly consisted of writing and speaking and will take for 2 hours. 
 
1st TERM (March 24 ~ April 30) 
The 1st term goals of Korean Language are as follow: 
- To understand the pronunciation rule of Korean and can speak daily conversation. 
- To be able to speak a compound sentence using suffixes and conjunctions. 
- To be able to use expressions necessary in basic business circumstances. personal communication 
ability and basic business Korean 

 
2nd TERM (May 5 ~ June 13) 
The 2nd term goals of Korean Language are as follow: 
- To be able to speak fluent Korean through understanding Korean pronunciation rules. 
- To have no difficulty conversing in daily situations. 
- To understand Korean culture and Korean way of thinking. 
- To be able to cope with daily social situation and use public facilities such as post offices, banks, 
hospitals, etc. 

- To Interact within a wider business scenario and adaptability to business Korean. 
 
3rd TERM (June 19 ~ July 24) 
The 3rd term goals of Korean Language are as follow: 
- To understand Korean culture and ways of thinking and will be able to cope with various situations. 
- To be able to express opinion on different topics and adapt themselves to basic living. 
- To understand Korean newspapers and mass media. 
- To understand accurate grammar and express all sentences freely. 
 
INTERIM ORAL PRESENTATION  
In each term, participants will be given 3 times of 10 minutes presentation regarding any subjects of 
living in Korea, Korean movies or dramas, opinions on abstract/cultural matters and practice of the 
interview for their internship.  The interim oral presentation will be evaluated in terms of the Korean 
language which is covered during that terms and the overall presentation methods (e.g., use of power 
point, charts, props, etc.). 



 

 

 
Homework 
Homeworks will be given every day covering grammar, memorization of vocabulary, practice of 
Korean. 
 
Quiz 
Participants have to take a quiz once a week.

Participants are expected to pass level 3 or 4 based on their previous works in speaking, listening, 
reading and writing.

HOMESTAY  
Homestay will be conducted to provide ETP Participants with a deeper understanding of corporate 
Korea as well as general life in Korea through international exchange. Homestay is arranged to 
supplement the ETP participant’ experience in Korea. 
 
KOREAN LANGUAGE PRIVATE LESSONS  
Korean language private lessons will be provided on weekends or during evenings to continue 
motivation building and address any concerns that may arise during the internship. One to one 
teaching should be the rule in order to achieve the highest degree of efficiency. Delivery of these 
language lessons must be outside normal office hours, i.e. during lunch time, after office hours, on 
Saturdays. Since the lesson is provided once a week, participants should attend all the lessons and 
take advantage of it to improve their practical Korean while they have internships The contents of the 
lessons are not fixed, but rather flexible. They are set to meet the needs of the participants by 
focusing on solving problems raised by the participants. Tutors will also facilitate their preparation of 
the Sales Presentation during the later stage of the internship.  
 
KOREAN LANGUAGE ACHIEVEMENT TEST (Final Exam) 
The Korean language component of the ETP program should logically be a continuation of the 
intensive 6 months language course and 3 months private lessons.  It is well organized for all 
participants to achieve the required target (4th level of the Korean Proficiency Test). At the end of the 
Korea Immersion Module, the participants will take a half day of Korean Language Achievement Test 
in writing, listening and reading. Oral test is replaced by Sales presentation. The method and detail 
information will be announced at the orientation day.

1. Attendance:  
Attendance to the classes is mandatory. Any absence, besides absences officially excused by the EU

classes and the entire class: partial absence will be counted in the formation of your attendance and 
affect your grade. If a student has to miss a class or part of it, he/she should notify the coordinator 
ahead of time if possible and arrange to make up the work covered during his/her absence. 
2. Written Assignment 
A critical short essay and analysis on an assigned topic will be due on class and should be sent both 
on word (and pdf, if any) file as an attached document to the instructor via email 
(hanshin@yonsei.ac.kr) prior to the class. The assigned topic will be given to the students by the 
instructor in class. The students are expected to use class sources (lectures and suggested reading) 
to compose their essay and analyze company, which topic will pertain to the course in general (and 
not a particular class or lecture). The essay will be graded on the following criteria: quality of writing 
and style, clarity and organization of the essay and ideas, quality and depth of analysis, use of course 
material and acquired knowledge during classes.  



 

 

3. Assessment 
Exam: There will be an exam. The exam will be a mixture of multiple choices, and short essay 
questions. 
Grading will be based on the following weights: 
Exam           30% 
Written Assignement            60% 
Participation***                     10% 
Total  100% 
*** Participation means students' cooperation in the class discussion and lecture. Students are 
expected to show good behavior and attention to the professor. Talking and laughing with classmates, 
eating, drinking, walking during lecture and late arrival and early departure are considered bad 
behavior and will result in lower participation grade.

How to Get to Yonsei Campus from the Incheon Int’l Airport 
 
 
1. Airport Limousine Bus (standard) 
 
We strongly recommend you take the Airport Limousine Bus, that is light yellow in color, to the 
destination colored in red below (“Sinchon Subway Station”), then take a taxi via Yonsei’s East Gate to 
International House or to your destination on campus. You may get information on the Airport 
Limousine Bus and purchase the bus ticket inside the airport at the Passenger terminal, or outside 
during off-peak hours. 

 
The bus fare is 8,000 KRW and the ride will take approximately 60-70 minutes. The first bus departs at 
04:40 and the last bus departs at 21:00.   
Since it takes about 20 minutes to walk from the Sinchon Subway Station (Line #2) to the Sangnam 
Institute of Management, we recommend that you take a taxi. It will cost about 3,000 KRW.

2. Taxi Information 

If you take a Regular Taxi (Il-Bahn-Taxi, ±7¥Óº˜¬—), that are not in black, it will cost approximately 
60,000 KRW to go directly from the airport to Yonsei University. If you take a Deluxe Taxi (Mo-Boem-

Taxi, ¤c¦Oº˜¬—), that are black in color, which is more spacious and comfortable, it will cost about 
75,000 KRW. The taxi fare may vary depending on traffic. Please verify the location of International

Currently there are 52 hostels in Korea nationwide. Hostels are located in famous cities and regions-
from tourist sites and downtown areas to places that are difficult to reach.
